Brendan Rumel carried the Rangers to a home victory last
Thursday in a match of two teams fighting to make the state
tournament. Rumel finished with 37 points on 12-19 shooting
from the floor and 12-15 shooting at the line. He added 19
rebounds for good measure. James Chabin also came up big
for Rincon with his best performance of the year, 16 points on
8-13 shooting and 10 boards. Thomas Wabaunsee also scored
16, his season average, and contributed 7 assists. For the
Badgers, junior Jordan Robinson put on an impressive display
in the second half on his way to a team-high 21 points. Tucson
and Rincon (along with Sunnyside) will be section rivals the
next two years as the only 6A teams in Southern Arizona. They
will share a region with the three 6A Yuma schools.
